For many of you who re-
member the cemetery prior to the
Foundation getting ownership and
beginning its renovation, you will
probably remember the condition
of the Moses Mausoleum.

The roof had caved in dec-
ades earlier and vegetation had
taken over the structure. Our first
clean-up in 2005 we removed all
the vegetation. The Abington
Foundation provided us with a
grant in 2006 for safety and secu-
rity and the Moses mausoleum
was structurally stabilized.

But it still needed a roof.

This past summer, under the su-
pervision, of Trustee Dave Onder-
donk (Onderdonk Roofing) the
Moses Mausoleum roof was re-
built.

One of the larger projects
that was started last year was re-
setting the bumpers around the
Barney lot along the road in the
center of the cemetery. These
large pieces of carved sandstone
shown in the pictures were re-
moved, the ground leveled and
then reset. Once completing
this project Dave and Wayne de-
cided to start in one section and
complete all the monument setting
in that section before moving on
to the next. This project will con-
tinue for some time.

The bases on the headstones above were com-
pletely underground before being raised and
reset.

Headstones are reset upon request when family
comes to visit—picture to the right.
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In July 2009, Trustee Nancy
Adams (Nancy Fogel West), who
authoredlo Dwell with Fellow
Clay: The Story of East Cleveland
Township Cemetemyas asked by
the Cleveland Heights Historical
Society and African American Ge-
nealogy Society to speak to their
groups about the history of the
cemetery and how the permanent
residents of the cemetery played an
important part of the history related
to the members of both of these or-
ganizations. Both presentations
were well attended.
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For the past several years one of the items weohaur list of things to get completed
was to create a donor wall in the chapel. The wall
was meant to acknowledge those individuals and/or
organizations who have supported the Foundation.

After investigating the cost of commercial
donor recognition wall systems, we decided to do
what we have done with almost all the projects we
have accomplished over the past 7 years — we did it
ourselves.

The plaques on the left in the picture have
gold plates and represent donors who have contrib-
uted $5,000 or more to the Foundation. The plaque
on the right have silver plates and represent donor
who have contributed between $1,000 and $5,000 to
the Foundation.

On August 31, 1859 the
cemetery had its first burial a Mr.
Duncan. Not much else is known
about Mr. Duncan from Pennsyl-
vania, however, it is this date that the
Foundation chose to celebrate the an-
niversary of the cemetery’s existence.
